Exit Waubonsie State Park turn left on IA-2 (5.4 mi). Turn right to merge onto I-29 N toward Council Bluffs
(41.4 mi). Continue on I-80 W (signs for I-80/Omaha) entering Nebraska (1.7 mi). Take exit 454 for 13th St.
Turn left at S 13th St.,, slight right to stay on S 13th St. Turn left at Bert Murphy Ave. Turn left at B St/Bert
Murphy Ave (common parking lot of the Zoo and baseball stadium).
